The objective of this research was to investigate (1) the relationships between
Emotional Quotient (EQ), and individual creativity. (2) how the EQ effects the creativity of
Sagha administrative monks. This research employed a Quantitative Research method to
evaluate the survey tool and examine its validity and reliability as an instrument for data
collection. The survey population was comprised of 255 Sagha administrative monks. The
researcher determined the size of sample group according to the Yamane’s calculation

which determined that the sample size should not be less than 155 persons to ensure an
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error value of 5%, and reliability of 95%. The researcher increased the samples size to 247
persons to increase the bhenefits of the research and data analysis. The descriptive analyses
included Frequency, Percentage, Mean, and Standard Deviation. The analysis by Inferential
Statistics included Pearson’s correlation, and stepwise multiple regression analysis.

Findings are as follows: (1) with respect to individual creativity, the researcher found
that it was positively correlated with the emotional Quotient (EQ). (2) Factor influencing
inclividual creativity were the total Emotional Quotient (EQ) and handling of relationships
(EQ5).
